CPIV Security Update (10/26/05)

Dear CPIV Residents:

On October 4th, several concerned residents and Board members attended a meeting at the 1st District Police Department, where the discussion revolved around the broadening range of criminal activity in our neighborhood and how we could work with authorities to effectively address it.  

The meeting was lead by Ms. Diane Lucas, who is the 1st District Community Prosecutor.  Ms. Lucas and several more officials have offered to help us address and attempt to resolve current issues in our immediate area.  One thing was clear to those of us present, and that is - without our participation, the issues in our area will not be resolved.

After our Security Committee Chair shared a 5-year summary of criminal activity in CPIV (see table on next page), Ms. Lucas agreed to initiate a "Call for Service" with respect to the high-rise apartment building at 101 & 103 G St SW.  In addition, verbal reports during the meeting (from CPIV residents) of increased public urination, physical threats, and drug dealing around the towers highlighted the need for assistance.  Subsequently, Ms. Lucas will be contacting building management to determine the status of building, including whether a Security plan exists.

One particular incident was raised with Ms. Lucas, and that is the prosecution of two boys who robbed a few of our residents at gunpoint earlier this year.  Apparently, they were visiting their grandmother at 101 - 103 G St SW, and were observed in the act of stalking their first victim.  The individual who observed them (a CPIV resident) invested her personal time and attended the court proceedings to testify on the victim's behalf.  We want to follow the status of those two boys, and at the very least, obtain a "Barring Notice" to see that they are legally forbidden from entering our property.  

Speaking of Barring Notices, another CPIV resident is pursuing obtaining one against a resident of 201 I St SW, who owns a vicious Dog (Pit Bull).  According to several reports, he has purposely intimidated residents, and in one case, allowed his dog to seriously attack a CPII resident's dog in our private playground/park.

With respect to incidents of this nature, please contact Mr. Nicholas Majett, from the Office of Attorney General. Mr. Majett promised to follow through regarding the Barring Notice against the owner of the Pit Bull.  
In case you are interested, a Barring Notice form is posted on our web site, and hardcopies are also available in the Condo Office. As you will read on the form, a picture of the individual anyone wishes to Bar from the property is requested.   Ms. Lucas suggested that in case any CPIV resident is not comfortable taking someone’s picture, a Police Officer can be contacted to do it for you.  We suggest that you contact Ms. Carolyn Crank who can help you in locating an Officer.

Talking Points

Regarding Barring Notices:

· Issued by the Property Owner.
· Duration of one year.
· Individuals do not need to commit crimes for you to issue one.

· Police will serve the Notice for you.

· Picture is required.  So you might use a camera, camera phone, etc.  A Police Officer can take the picture for you.

Violation of Barring Notice

· Charge of unlawful entry – Trespassing. 

· Up to $100 and/or 6 months in jail.
