CPIV New Entry Door Colors & Rules
Dear CPIV Unit Owners:

Exciting News!  As mentioned in previous messages, we have been communicating with our new neighbors at the Corcoran College of Art and Design, with respect to the appearance of our property.  
The Corcoran has recommended six accent colors for painted CPIV entry doors that will enhance the depth and richness of our color palette, and will work well with additional facade colors that will be incorporated in the painting program later this year.  All of the CPIV facade colors are available for viewing in the onsite office and on our website.

Even though we plan on rolling-out the Entry Door Painting Program later this year (when you can pay to have your door painted for a nominal fee), we want you to be aware of the colors beforehand, in case you want to paint on your own.  Please note the Corcoran recommends using only semi-gloss and gloss paint.  
Here are the recommended Sherwin Williams colors:
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  Black (Black Swan SW6279)
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  Blue Gray (Still Water SW6223)
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  Brick Red (Flower Pot SW6334)
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  Dark Brown (Polished Mahogany SW2838)
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  Deep Charcoal Gray (Andiron SW6174)
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  Green (Shamrock SW6454)

In case you plan on replacing the address numbers on your unit, the Corcoran recommends that all address numbers and letters be made of solid brass, since they are durable and will not bleed or stain our painted doors or brick facades.  In addition, the Board recommends that you use numbers and letters that are 4 inches high, with a bright brass or satin nickel finish.  

We located one company that offers these address numbers and letters on the web for less than $6 each at www.rpmhardware.com.  

Please keep in mind that your unit’s address numbers and letters shall have matching finishes and be the same size.  They shall also match your doors other metal fixtures (e.g. door handle, mail-slot, etc.)
