Dear CPIV Residents,

There has been a significant increase in criminal activity in our neighborhood over the past several weeks, so please be vigilant and report any suspicious activity to the First District Police Department #727-4655, or the CPIV Security Guard #301/343-1110.  Please take note of the subject’s description and his/her location or direction of travel before calling.  

Please also consider reporting all thefts/break-ins, robberies, burglaries, and destruction of property to our site manager, Bruce Buelken #484-5235.  All reported criminal activity is archived on our web site ( www.capitolparkiv.com.  Look under the CPIV Update tab.
Here are descriptions of what has recently happened in our neighborhood:

· Vandalism along 395 Freeway – On Saturday (8/14/04), a car window was a shattered in the parking lot.
· Attempted Home Break-in on G Street– On Tuesday (8/17/04), at 8:45 a.m., a CPIV resident on the 200 block of G Street interrupted a young black male with cornrows as he was attempting to pry open a front door of an adjoining unit with a metal pipe.  The young man then walked away and the homeowner called the Police.
· Assault on 3rd Street – On Tuesday (8/17/04) at 8:45 p.m., an elderly CPII resident was verbally accosted and physically attacked by 3 young males.

· Attempted Car Break-in on 3rd Street – On Wednesday (8/18/04), a drivers-side door handle lock was damaged.

· Attempted Armed Robbery – On Wednesday (8/18/04) at 8:00 p.m., a guest of a CPIV resident was walking toward the Waterside Metro near the SW Library and a young male attempted to rob him with a Gun.

· Theft – On Thursday (8/19/04) at 9:30 a.m., a young black male with cornrows was spotted riding a bicycle through our property.  Our site manager observed the young man get off the bicycle and enter the rear yard of a home on the 200 block of G Street.  As the site manager was speaking to the Police, the young man was observed riding his bicycle carrying a bicycle tire, that turned out to be stolen from a locked-up bicycle behind the home.
We are asking the Police for their help, but we also need your help and vigilance to keep our neighborhood safe.  Your cooperation and attention to these matters is greatly appreciated.
